The Kearney Police Department is proud to present a free, INTERACTIVE and HANDS-ON, 
course designed to provide teens with a chance to learn about the day to day duties of a 
Kearney Police Officer. The Purpose of the academy is to increase understanding of law 
enforcement by our community youth and to educate them in the everyday activities that a 
Kearney Police Officer has to perform.
